SUNDAY IN URDINARY TIME

“Blessed are those servants whom the master

finds vighlant on his arrival. Amen, | say to you,

he will gird himself, have them recline at table,
and proceed to wait on them.” - Lk 12:37



A few weeks ago [ watching TV. I laughed when I realized on the TV was a show about hoarding. It was a
show trying to help people that are compulsive hoarders and it goes inside their homes and examines the psy-
chology behind why people have the compulsion to accumulate and store large quantities of goods. I was
fascinated by the series because I can tend to be a bit of a hoarder myself when it comes to books and mov-
ies, and I watched to see if I could find out causes this need in people.

Apparently there were hoarders in Jesus’ time as well, according to our readings today. But we are also given
a reason why people hoard: fear. Greed presumes fear. Greed is not simply an issue of power . . it is more an
issue of fear.

My grandparents had the experience of the depression and they seldom threw anything away. They kept rolls
of string, rubber bands, and all sorts of things. The fear that the Depression left them with made them want to
make sure they would never be without. In a like vein, people a few years ago had no fears. The economy
seemed great, banks seemed happy to lend, and people got themselves into great debt because they had no
fear of failure. If we get rid of fear, we get this change in attitude.

Jesus often told his disciples not to be afraid. In today’s reading he tells them not to be hoarders either. Trust
in God and do not be afraid. Instead of storing things up on earth and hoarding for a better day, let God take
care of that, and concern yourself with the future in heaven. If you have to hoard, hoard your good deeds and
collect as many of them as you can.

In today’s readings Jesus takes care of the present first. For the present, get rid of what you don’t really need
and make gifts to the poor. Then, look to the future. Act in a way that prepares you for the kingdom. Evalu-
ate what you do by thinking whether or not the Master would like it if he returned and saw you doing it. Jesus
in this reading is preparing his follows for the future; just as in the first reading today God has prepared the
Hebrews for their future. Knowing that God would be true to his word, that he would deliver them, he would
lead them to a Promised Land, allowed the Hebrew people to live in joy even when the present was difficult.

Similarly, Jesus promises the kingdom of heaven and wants his followers — those who have been ‘in the
know’ to be joyful, because he is true to his word and it will happen in the future. This changes our attitude
to the present then, it changes our behavior, and it changes our need to concentrate on earthly things which
pass, and allows us to concentrate on the final goal. And as we know, that final goal is the kingdom of heav-
en. When everyone acts in accordance with that, we can have a little bit of heaven while we are on earth.

“From everyone to whom much has been given, much will be required; and from the one to whom much has
been entrusted, more will be demanded.” With knowledge comes responsibility. We must gird our loins —
fasten our belts — to be ready for action, just as the Hebrews had to do at the Passover, to be ready to journey.
Following the Gospel will bring you both freedom and joy. Christ promises us this. But to follow the Good
News there is a price — we have to give up those things that pull our hearts and minds away from God — pos-
sessions, the inclination to abuse any power we might have, our reliance on having enough time to turn
things around before the end comes. In our world today there is still the inequity between the well-off and the
poor. We still have time to right this in our own world, in our own neighborhood, and in our own families.
We must find ways to be good stewards of the possessions given to us. And it starts with each one of us.

I often quote our previous Bishop McRaith. “No one gets into heaven without a good reference from the
poor.” If Jesus should return tomorrow, will we have done all we could to put into practice his message?

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

When Pope Pius XII died in 1958, there was thee usual buzz of speculation
about likely successors. Cardinal Agajanian, Patriarch of the Armenians, was highly
thought off as a likely choice. This took many Catholics by surprise, since he had never
celebrated the same liturgy as Pope Pius, but followed ancient Armenian customs ac-
cording to the Eastern Church, which veils the Eucharistic liturgy from sight by a se-
ries of curtains and in which the priest kneels while the people stand for Communion.

In the years that followed, the Second Vatican Council would affirm the digni-
ty and independence of the Eastern churches, in complete union with Rome, yet differ-
ent in patterns of life and worship. We have the same faith, the same sacraments, and
the same pope. Yet everywhere in the world our separate Churches are combined into
families held together by the ministry of bishops. All of this serves as warning: If you
ever say, “But we’ve always done it this way, you are on very thin ice indeed!

Feast of St. Lawrence: Little is known about Lawrence other than he was a deacon during
the reign of Emperor Valerian from 253-259. In 258, Valerian began a persecution of the Ro-
man Church. Lawrence was in charge of the purse for the Church of Rome. Roman officials de-
manded that the riches of the church be handed over to them. Lawrence asked for a few days to
gather them.

Lawrence took the money he had charge over and distributed it to the poor of Rome. Then he
gathered all the homeless and poor together. When the officials came again demanding the rich-
es of the church, Lawrence pointed to the destitute and homeless, saying that these were the true
riches of the church. For this he was imprisoned and tortured, and put to death by burning on a
gridiron. It is said that as he was dying, he told his executioners to turn him over because he was
done on one side and needed to be fully cooked for the Lord.

Lawrence continues to be a model for us today. The church needs continual reminders that its

riches are the people. The primary purpose and mission of the church is to be continually sensi-
tive to the needs of all God’s people, most especially the least of our brothers and sisters.

Caught in the Rising Action

Think of some of your favorite iconic movies. I'm
not talking about the feel-good comedies or the
offbeat coming-of-age flicks. I'm talking about the
movies that you found had a profound impact on
you or made you go “Hmmm.”

I’'m willing to bet that the plot of this film features
some tough moments and difficult scenarios.
However happy the ending, at some point, the
situation for the protagonist might look awfully
hopeless. The script speaks some truth to you
about what it is to be human in difficult circum-
stances. What it means to persevere.

We're attracted to the tension that exists when
the hero is besieged. We're captivated by the
decisions he makes in the darkest hour of the
night when it seems like the dawn will never
come. Why? Because we know that feeling so
well. This is the essence of our human life on
earth: waiting, hoping, doubting — and enduring.

We know the ending to our story, but we don’t
know when it’s coming. We live our whole lives in
the rising action of the narrative. Sure, it gets old.
Tiresome, even dull. We may start to despair that
the climactic scene is coming at all.

But faith is the realization of things hoped for,
and evidence of things not seen. We feel it
watching a great movie, because we recognize it
intuitively: it is faith which earns the happy end-
ing. No one is drawn to the story when the hero
gives up or gets tired of waiting for the payoff.
Everyday stewardship is the collection of choices
we make while we’re waiting, because we are
called to action, not idleness, even in our perpet-
ual state of expectation.
